Influenced by Confucian ideals, Vietnamese mothers play a central role, often associated with love, sacrifice,
and kindness. Children are widely regarded as the family's greatest treasure, and parents typically apply clear,
sometimes strict rules to develop good behavior and responsibility. Although modern economic pressures
have led many families— especially in cities— to have fewer children than in the past, the proverb "Blood is
thicker than water" still resonates. It means that family relationships are the most important. Family ties are
very strong in Vietnam.
