A poem is a form of creative writing that uses imaginative language, rhythm, and sometimes rhyme to express emations, ideas, or
stories.

= Structure: Written in lines and stanzas (verses) rather than paragraphs.

« Focus on Sound: Uses rhythm, rhyme, repetition, and alliteration to create a musical effect.

« |magery: Employs descriptive language to create vivid mental pictures or sensory experiences

« Concise Language: Focuses on choosing precise, powerful words to express complex feelings or ideas.
