The Puzzle of Masquerade

Everyone likes a good story, but few tales have thrilled readers more than Masquerade, a
starybook writen and (llustrated by the Briish anist Kit Williams. As s00n as it was published
in 1979, people realized Masquerade was a siorybook unlike any other. It was a work of
fictson with a fascinating puzzie attached: each detaled panbng in the book held a cdue that
could lead the reader to real buried treaswre — an miricate peace of goid jewellery in the
shape of a hare.

This is because Willlams had intended the edge of a shadow from the statue in the
park to indicate where the treasure was buried - but anly at twelve noon on the day of edher
the Spring or Autumn equinax (when day and night are equal). The wo teachers realzed
this so they decided to come back at the egunox in March.

But betore they could return, the treasure was found by a man known as Ken Thamas.

Then
several years later, & newspaper prnied a story which revealed that “Thomas' was actually
aperating under a false name. He knew Williams' ex-girftnend who had apparently guessed
the location of the treasure based on a visa she and Willlams had once made 10 Ampthill
togather.
