The volunteer fire service
1
Ingrid Karlsson is a veterinary nurse. After completing her
training in Sweden, she found a job with a vet in Somerset,
England. She usually does medical tests and provides
treatments for pets and farm animals but, occasionally, she
does operations. Today, she's treating a sick cow and
tomorrow she’s helping the vet with an operation on a cat.
But this isn't Ingrid’s only job. In her spare time, she’s also a
volunteer firefighter.

One day a firefighter brought a dog to the vet’s office. It had
been injured in a fire. The dog had some burns, but they
weren't very serious. While she was treating the dog, she
began talking to the firefighter about his job. Ingrid found out
that the firefighter, called Patrick, was actually a volunteer.
Most of the time, he worked as a mechanic in the local
garage. This was a surprise for Ingrid because she thought all
firefighters worked full-time. Patrick saw that Ingrid was
interested in his job and offered to show her around the fire
station.

The following Saturday, she went to the fire station and met
the other firefighters. The team were easy-going and happy
to show her around. She found out that most of them had
other jobs, but they worked 10-15 hours a week as
firefighters. They spent most of their time looking after the
equipment and practising putting out fires. However, in an
emergency, they had to stop what they were doing and go
quickly to the fire station. Sometimes they even had to

leave their other jobs to go and put out a fire.

After meeting the firefighters and seeing the fire station,
Ingrid decided to become a volunteer. She thought it was a
great way to help her community. However, before being
allowed to respond to emergency calls, she had to attend
different training courses. The courses included learning
how to use the equipment, emergency care and giving
advice to the public. When she completed her training,
Ingrid was allowed to ride in the fire engine and attend

emergencies.
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Ingrid also visits local schools and businesses to talk about
the volunteer fire service. A lot of people don't realise that
many places don't have full-time firefighters. Ingrid
explains how much work the firefighters do for their
community without getting a salary. She also tells them the
story about Patrick and the dog and why she joined the
volunteer fire service. By telling her story, Ingrid hopes that
other people will give up their time as well.
