It turns out
that it is. It can kill the type of virus that causes colds. How about chicken soup? We now understand that
chicken contains an amino acid that is similar to a drug often prescribed for people with respiratory infections.

Unfortunately, not all of Mom's advice has withstood medical inquiry. For example, generations of children
have been told not to go swimming for an hour after eating. But research suggests that there is no danger in
having lunch and then diving back into the ocean. Is chocolate really so bad for teenagers’ skin? Doctors now
believe that there is little connection between diet and an outbreak of acne. Does candy cause tooth decay?
Well, yes and no. Sticky candy or other sweets made with grains tend to cause more decay than sweets made
with simple sugars, which dissolve quickly in the mouth.

Do dogs have a sixth sense? Yes, but perhaps not in the way that is generally assumed. There
is nothing supernatural about canine sensitivities. They can all be explained by biological
mechanisms, although it is true that we are only beginning to understand some of them.

For instance, dogs can find their way home from long distances. It has been said that this
ability is based on the detection of sublle differences and changes in the earth's magnetic field.
We are still learning how dogs achieve such remarkable navigational feals as have been abjectively
recorded time and again.

Dogs are also capable of predicting thunderstorms. When a storm is imminent, they may
become intensely alarmed and begin whimpering and trembling as if in pain. Their distress
increases when the thunder starts to boom, but it can be observed for some time before the storm
actually breaks overhead. This sensitivity is a response to changes in barometric
pressure. Il may seem lo be meaningless behavior today, bul in the dog's wild
anceslry, il made good sense lo become worried by these climactic
signals. For example, wolves go lo a great deal of trouble 1o build their
dens on slopes, perhaps to protect tiny pups from floods. It is possible
that domestic dogs are acling out the behavior of their ancestors’
response to the danger of flooding.

One of the most amazing claims for the dog's sixth sense was
made recenlly by researchers who reported that they had discovered
infrared detectors in the dog's nose. This could explain certain abilities
previously thought to be supernatural. 51. Bernard dogs, for example,
are said to be able 1o tell whether a climber buried in an avalanche is
still alive, simply by sniffing the snow. If there are sensitive heat
deteclors in the noses of animals, this theory is not so far-fetched. We
know that they exist on the snouls of certain snakes, and this
strengthens the case for their existence in dogs.

i The Kite Runner is a beautiful novel by Afghan-American Khaled Hosseini that
ranks among the best stories of this century.

Hosseini's first novel tells a heartbreaking story of the unlikely friendship
between Amir, the son of a wealthy Afghan businessman, and Hassan, the son of
the businessman’s servant.

One is born to a father of enormous authority, the other to a crippled man. Amir
and Hassan live and play together, not simply as friends, but as brothers without
mothers. Loyalty and blood are the ties that bind their stories into a moving and
unexpected plot. Even though exotic Afghan customs and Farsi words pop up
occasionally, they are so well defined for the reader that the book is enlightening,
not at all tedious.

Hosseini is an original and gifted writer. His canvas might be a place and time
we barely understand, but in The Kite Runner he paints his art on the page,
where it is personal and touching to us all.
