In November 1805, Lewis and Clark and their team finally reached the Pacific Ocean.
They had completed their journey, and they had accomplished their goal of finding a
water route to the Pacific.

During their journey, they also discovered many new plants and animals, such as the
Grizzly bear, bison, pronghorn, and many others. They made detailed notes and drawings
of everything they saw.

After spending the winter on the coast, the team began their journey back home. They
returned to St. Louis in September 1806, having been gone for almost two and a half
years.
