Whom : /t’s used as an object pronoun of the clause te refer to people.
ex: The man is sitting there.I see him in our neighbourhood.

The man whom 1 see in our neighbourhood is sitting there.

Which : used as a subject or object pronoun of the clause to refer to animals and things .

ex: The car was stolen. It i1s mine. — The car which was stolen vesterday is mine.

Whose : It is used to express possession for people, animals and things or objects.

ex : This is the boy .His brother is my friend. —s This is the boy whese brother is my friend.

Where : It is used to refer to a place.

ex : That is the house. | live in it. — That is the house where I live.
