Do you enjoy reading? Do you fike children? Then why not volunteer

for our mobile ibrary service in Zambia? We work with disadvantaged
children in state primary schools, and it's a lot of fun. We read stories,

do art projects, and organize activitiesto helpthe children leam English.
After breakfastat 7a.m. we head to our first school in time fer the
beginning of the school day. Every morming we visit at least four schoas,
and we spend about an hour in each ane. We get back to camp at around
2p.m. for lunch, and after that you have the afternoon free ta relax, or
prepare activities. The project takes place from May to September, and
t's open to everyone. Volunteers have to pay for their own flight and
make a contribution tothe project.

B The Great Orang-utan Project

Are you an animal lover? If you are, then you should come to Kubah
National Park in Borneo. We need people to help us look after our
orang-utans. Unfortunately, you won't be able to touch the animals, as
they are being prepared to be released into the wild, but you'll work very
near them. You'll spend your time in the Widiife Centre repairing the
sheiters where the orang-utans live, or bulding new ones. You might
have tomake a swing, or install some ropes where the animals can
play. You'll have your own room in 3 wooden hut which looks out onto
the rainforest. The programme lasts for two or four weeks and it costs
£1,280 or £1,865 respectively, excluding flights.
