Present Perfect Continuous

Present Perfect Continuous skupia si¢ trwaniu danej
czynnosci, fakcie, Ze czesto nie jest to czynnos¢ zakonczona,
skupiamy sie na skutkach zwigzanych z procesem trwania
danej czynnosci a nie na skutkach zakonczenia tej czynnosci.
I have been painting the room. = malowalem pokdj i teraz
jestem zmeczony , wszedzie jest balagan.

I have painted the room. = pomalowalem pokdj i teraz
wyglada duzo lepiej

Present Perfect Continuous czesto sugeruje, Ze czynnos¢ nie
zostala doprowadzona do konca.

Someone have been eating my pizza. = kto$ jadl moja pizze
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(ale cos jeszcze zostalo)
Someone have eaten my pizza. = kto$ zjadl moja pizze (nic nie
zostalo)

Najwazniejsza roznica jest jednak to czy méwimy o tym czym
sie¢ ktos zajmowal czy raczej wazniejsze jest czego ktos
dokonal.

Present Simple Continuous = czym si¢ zajmowaliSmy (how
long?)

Present Perfect Simple = czego dokonaliSmy (how much? how
many? how many times?)

She has been running for two hours. = biegala przez 2 godziny
She has run 5 kilometers. = przebiegla 5 kilometrow

How long have you been learning English? = jak dlugo uczysz
si¢ angielskiego?

How many new English words have to learnt? = ilu nowych
angielskich slow si¢ nauczyles?

UWAGA: czasowniki statywne, czyli np. HAVE, WANT,
LIKE, LOVE, REMEMBER, KNOW, SEE, HEAR, NEED,
UNDERSTAND nie wystepuja w zadnym czasie Continuous,
wigc przy nich nie mamy wyboru i uzywamy Present Perfect
Simple.
