The Academy Awards are annually held in Hollywood in late
February or early March.

The main sightseeing of Hollywood is Hollywood Walk of Fame. It consists of more than 2400
five-pointed stars on the sidewalks along 15 blocks of Hollywood Boulevard. The stars are
permanent public monuments for achievements in the entertainment industry. The stars have the
names of actors, musicians, directors, producers, musical groups and even fictional characters.
Hollywood is a very popular tourist destination.
