. : plants and animals. Some indigenous groups of the region, especially the
Waorani, have fought and won important legal battles to preserve the land. But this fight is far
from f‘nlshed There are constant attempts by oil companies to drill in the region. There are also
instances of illegal deforestation in the region. As long as there continues to be strong opposition

to this, there is hope that the Amazon region of Ecuador will remain protected.
