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The paintings of animals/ provide a fascinating record of Aboriginal life/ over thousands of
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Our guide told us/ that some of the oldest rock arts/ might be as much as 40,000 years old.
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We were impressed by the well preserved rock paintings.
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Also, some Aboriginals are still living in Kakadu/ and have kept their cultural traditions.
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After the trip/. I learned to appreciate/ the beauty of nature and old traditions.
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Our next destination is Canberra,/ the capital city of Australia.
