We say been to a place or am event:

Get and arrive

We say get to a place:
What time did they get to London [ to work / to the hotel?

But we say arrive in ... or arrive at ... (not arrive to).
We say arrive in a town, city or country:
They arrived in London / in Spain a week ago.

Far other places (buildings etc ) or events, we say arrive at:
When did they arrive at the hotel / at the airport / at the party?

Home

We say go home / come home / get home / arrive home / on the way home etc. (no preposition).
“We do not say ‘to home"

I'm tired. Let’s go home now. (not go to home)

into

Go into, getinto ... etc. = enter (a reom / & building / a car etc )
| opened the door, went into the room and sat down

She got in the car and drove away. (or She got into the car ...

The opposite of into is out of:
she got out of the car and went into a shop.

We usually say ‘get onfeff a bus / a train / a plane’ (not usually into/out of):
She got on the bus and | never saw her again.
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Put in to/at/infinto where necessary. If no preposition is necessary, leave the space empty.
