Futur

Using the future tense in German is very similar to using modal verbs.
(Remember the Hamburger Method?)

a) The verb ‘werden’ (to become/will) goes into the second position,
conjugated to fit the subject. (The top part of the bun.)

b) The original verb goes to the end of the sentence, in its infinitive form. (The
bottom part of the bun.)

This is how the verb ‘werden’ is conjugated:

Example with ‘sein’ + adjective
Es ist mor gen kalt. It is tomorrow cold. => Tomorrow it is cold.

Es wird morgen kalt sein.

It will tomorrow cold be. => It will be cold tomorrow

Example with ‘geben’ + noun

Es gibt heute Regen in Melbourne.
It has today rain in Melbourne. => It is raining today in Melbourne.
Es wird heute Regen in Melbourne geben.

it will today rain in Melbourne have. => It will rain today in Melbourne

Example with verb.

Ubermorgen scheint die Sonne.
The day after tomorrow shines the sun. => The sun shines the day after tomorrow.
Ubermorgen wird die Sonne scheinen.

The day after tomorrow will the sun shine. => The sun will shine the day after tomorrow.
