Can your name change your life?

The arrival of a baby inthe family causes plenty of
excitement for all new parents, They have to get a room
ready for the little one, buy new clothes and choose a name.
Many also go on to pick something a little bit
different from their own or those of their family members.
But, according to new research, parents should really go for
traditional names such as Michael, John, lan, or Andrew if
they want their sons to be successfulin life. These ‘power
names' are the most common among the top British
businessmen. And it doesn't stop there — they are
well represented across the country’s police forces too, with
eight of the chief constables in the country’s 52 forces
named either Michael or lan,

Inthe 1970s, one of the most popular boy's names was
Jason. Many top managers are selected through an
interview process, and research seems to support the
theory that people with straightforward names are the ones
who are contacted and invited to come and meet the panel.

Andrew Watson, an author and parenting expert, said the
survey highlighted the importance of traditional names over
mare unusual, trendy ones. He warned parents that the
effects of their choice of name for their child will last a

lifetime. Theirname is part of how others see them and feel
about them, MrWatson also wamed parents to
consider the spelling of the name. No child wants togo
through life explaining anunusual name over and over again,
or repeating it onthe phone. The fact is that giving a child a
fairly ordinary name can help them do wellin life. Mr Watson
reminded parent s that unusual names come in and out of
fashion quite quickly. Names which were trendy 30 years ago
are almost unheard of today.

But despite the apparent advantages of solid traditional
names, they are currently out of fashion. According to the
most up-to-date data from the Office of National Statistics,
Michael, Andrew, and lan are not even among the 50 most
popular names of the last few years.

While Jack, Harry, Alfie, and Thomas were the four most
popular boys’ names with new parents last year, it is unclear
whether they will make a success of their lives when they
getolder. (61 | Earlier this year, it was identified as the
most popular name in the record books. In total, more than
two million boys have been given this name since records
began in Britainin 1837,
