The
TV show presenters and investigators from the Mid Wales Paranormal (MWP)reported lots
of strange activity in the hall- seeing balls of light, feeling movements, and hearing
unusual sounds. During the investigation, the floor in one of the upstairs rooms moved.
The hotel's current owner, Nigel Humphryson, says he often hears voices and banging
noises that he cannot explain. So if you're interested in ghosts, why not stay here? But
don't go outside at night unless you're feeling really brave!
