and round outer shells. These foods may roll away when they fall
off the parent plant.

Seeds from fruit and nuts spread when they fall off plants. Fruit
with soft skin that fall to ground may break open and scatter their
seeds on the ground. Fruit with a hard-outer shell, may roll away
from the parent plant. Their seeds spread because of this.

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Water

There are many different kinds of plants that grow beside water.
