Future: Be going to

We use “be going to” to talk about future plans or intentions.

There are three parts to this verb:

*Base form = no "to," no "s,"” no “ing"

to be going to verb
(Base form)
am
is + goingto + verb
are
Examples:

1. I'm going to cook dinner tonight.

2. You're going to be sick if you go out without a coat.
3. My mother is going to call the doctor next week.

4. Donald is going to visit China next month.
