He
caught a disease and died in Panama in January 1588,
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There are a number of natural disasters that can strike across the glabe. Two
that are frequently linked to one another are earthquakes and tsunamis. Both of
them can cause a great amount of devastalion when they hit. However, (sunamis
are the direct result of earthquakes and cannot happen without them.

The Earth has three main parts. They are the crust, the mantle, and the core.
The czust ls the outer layer of the Barth. It is not a single piece of land. Instead,
it is comprised of a number of plates. There are a few enormous plates and many
smaller ones, These plates essentially rest upon the mantle, which is fluid. As a
tesult, the plates are in constant - yet slow = motion. The plates may mave away
from or toward cther plates. In some cases, they collide viclently with the'plates
adjoining them. The movement of the plates causes tension in the rock. Over a
long time, this tension may build up. When it is released. an earthquake happens.

Tens of thousands of earthquakes happen every vear. The vast majority are
so small that only scientific instruments can perceive them, Others are powerful
encugh that pecple can feel them, yet they cause little harm or damage. Mere
powerful earthquakes, however, can cause buildings, bridges, and other struc-
tures to collapse. They may additionally injure and kill thousands of people and
might even cause the land to change its appearance.

Since most of the Earth's surface is water, numercus sarthquakes happen be-
neath the planet's oceans, Underwater carthquakes cause the seafloor to move,
This results in the displacement of water in the ocean. When this occurs, a tsu-
nami may form. This is a wave that forms on the surface and moves in all direc-
tions from the place where the earthquake happened. A tsunami moves extremely
quickly and can travel thousands of kilometers, As it approaches land, the water
near the coast gets sucked out to sea. This causes the tsunami to ingrease in
height. Minutes later, the tsunami arrives, A large tsunami - ede more than ten
meters in height - can travel far inland. As it does that, it can flood the land, des-
trov human settlements, and kill large numbers of people.

A large number of inventions mequire vears of arduous research amd develop-
ment before they are perfected, For instance, Thomas Edison had to make more
than 1000 atempts 10 invent the incandescent light bulb befare he finally succeed-
ed. History is replete with numerous other examples of people trying, yet failing, to
make inventions before they eventually succeeded. Vet some inventions have come
abowt not through hard work but simply by accident.

In most cases, when sameone unintentionally invented some- Vil
thing, the inventor was attempting to create something else, For :
example. in the 1930s, chemist Roy Plunkett was attempting to
make a new substanee that could be used to refrigerate ltems. He
mixed some chemicals together, Then, he pul them into a pres-
surized eomtainer and cooled the mixture. By the time his experi-
ment was complete, he had a new invention. [t was not a new
substance that could be use for refriseration though. Instead, he
had invented Teflon. which is today most commonly used to make nonstick pots
and pans, Simifarly, decades earlier, John Pemberton was a pharmacist in Atlanta,
Georgia. He was artempiing o create a tonic that people could use whenever {hey
had headaches. While he was not successful in that endeavar, he managed to invent
Coca-Cola, the world-famous carbonated soft drink.

Sclentlsts have also made crucial discoverles by aceident when they were con-
ducting experiments. In 1928, Alexander Fleming discovered penicillin, an antibi-
atic, in this manner. He discovered some mold growing in a dish with some bacterla.
He noticed that the bacteria seemed ta be avaiding the mold. When he investigated
further, he determined some of the many useful properties of penicillin, which has
saved millions of lives over the past few decades. Likewise, in 1946, sclentist Percy
Spencer was conducting an experiment with microwavges. He had a candy bar in
his pocket. and he noticed that it suddenly melted, He investigated and learned the
reason why that had happened. Soon afterward, he built a device that could utilize
microwaves to heat food: the microwave oven,
