A. Education helps an individual to grab a basic understanding of civilization and their role as a civilian, However, as the
geographical region differs, the education system in different countries differs too. The Program for International Student
Assessment [PISA) routinely releases data which shows Finland’s great success in education. Finland is leading the way as a
result of the novel and simple changes they've made within a period of 50 years.

B. Standardized testing is a component of many education systems in the world. Students are tested for subject
comprehension. Filling in the blanks and answering multiple choice questions are supposed to be a way to determine
mastery or comprehension of a subject. What often happens is that students memarize many things to pass a test and forget
maost of them after the exam. It means teachers will be teaching with the purpose of students’ passing tests. However, Finland
has no standardized tests. All children are graded on an individualized grading system set by their teacher.
