LEARNING ABOUT BLACK HOLES

A black hole is a place in space where gravity is so strong that even light is

pulled inside. Any matter that gets too close to a black hole will get sucked into its
middle.

the end of their life cycle.
Like other objects in the universe, scientists also want to learn about black

holes. (2)  They are invisible. But scientists know that black holes exist by
observing light and objects near them.
(3)__ The space telescope called XMM-Newton is an X-ray space
observatory. It was launched into Earth's orbit in 1999 by Nasa and the European
Space Agency. It observes the universe in high-energy X-rays. (4)
When matters such as dust particles and gas that are near black holes are
swallowed up by them, they give out these high-energy X-rays. (5)
In the 18" century, two different scientists - John Michell and Pierre-Simon
Laplace - were the first to propose the idea of black holes. (6)  Later, the
physicist John Archibald Wheeler coined the term ‘black hole’.
