Which countries do they export to/sell to/import from?

Who are its main competitors?

How big is the company?

Are they working on any special projects? (talk about its future plans).

You should also include:
- a brief history of the company’s founding: date, location, how it started and developed.
= financial information: turnover, market share and net profits.
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Assessment criteria (criteres d'évaluation):

Content : the points in your presentation are clear and intelligent, you have mentioned the
required information).

English : you use varied and appropriate language, you don't make many grammar mistakes,
you pronounce the words correctly and without a heavy accent, you seem comfortable
speaking English).

Body language and voice (you make eye-contact with the audience, you look confident, your
voice is audible, you sound natural (not reading out, not speaking too fast).

Organisation (you are well-prepared , you stay within the allotted time -4/5 mn, your visual
tool is of good quality and makes the presentation clearer).
