Use gerunds when you use a phrase with a preposition: interested in, good at,
planning on, feel like, believe in, talk about, think about, worried about

Example: She doesn’t feel like spending money.
. Are you interested in (read) this book with me?
. She is an interesting person who likes to (shop).
. My son is always worried about (ride) his bike alone.
. The doctor doesn’t believe in (pray) for help.
. If you talk about (drink) a soda, he will want one.
. On the weekend, we don’t feel like (do) much.
. 1 asked her if she is good at (play) football, but she didn’t
answer,
. Are you planning on (celebrate) Thanksgiving this year?
. When the hot weather comes, we start thinking about (take) a

vacation.
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
