MIXED CONDITIONALS
All types of conditionals can be mixed.
(a) Everybody pays the bill. Therefore, the electricity won’t be cut off.
If Clause , Main Clause
Type2 , Type 1
If nobody paid the bill, the electricity will be cut off.
(b) He doesn’t have money so he didn’t buy her a gift yesterday.
If Clause , Main Clause
Type2 , Type3
If he had money, he would have bought her a gift yesterday.

e.g [ don’t like Italian food.That is why I didn’t go to the Italian
restaurant with them.

If I liked Italian food, I would have gone to the Italian restaurant.
(c) I didn’t win the lottery so I am broke now.
If Clause , Main Clause
Type3 , Type2
[f I had won the lottery, I wouldn’t be broke now.
e.g. She went to bed late yesterday. She is sleepy now.

[f she hadn’t gone to bed late yesterday, she wouldn’t be sleepy now.
