The subject of a sentence must agree with the verb.
Notice the verbsin the two sentencesbelow.
Ben readsa book.
Ben and Sam read a book.

In the first sentence, only one person isreading, so the present tense verb is“reads.”
The verb (reads) agreeswith the subject (Ben).

In the second sentence, two people are reading, so the present tense verb is“read.”
The verb (read) agreeswith the subject (Ben and Sam).
