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Exercise 2: Read the information about pronouncing telephone number

It is likely that you will hear telephone numbers in the |IELTS Listening test. It is a good idea to leam
natural ways of saying telephone numbers, as this will help you to notice and wnite the numbers correctly.
Let's look at how telephone numbers are typically pronounced in British English. For example:

4241 660124

+ The number @ is usually pranounced oh. You are less likely to hear zero in British English.

» [Each number is said separately. In the example above, 4241 would be pronounced four, two, four,
one — not forty-two, forty-one.

= When the same two numbers appear together, they are typically pronounced using the word doubie.
In the example above, 660 would be pronounced double six, oh.

+ YWhen the same three numbers appear together, we typically say the first number separately, and the
second and third numbers with double. For example, the number 888 would typically be pronounced
eight, double eight.

= There is usually a pause after groups of three or four numbers. The telephone number 4241 660124
would typically be pronouneced four, two, four, one / double six, oh | one, two, four. We sometimes
group the first five numbers of a mobile phone number together. For example, the mobile phone
number 06822 214 876 would typically be pronounced oh six nine double two / fwo one four ! eight

Pasicodes (or, in American English, zip codes) always have the same format. In the UK, they typically
have bwo parts, separated by a space. The first part begins with an abbreviation of the town or city, which
is usually followed by one or two numbers. So, a postcode for Bristol starts BS. The second partof a
posicode begins with a number, which is followed by two letters.

Postcodes typically come at the end of an address in the UK. The address begins with the house /
apartment number, followed by the sireet name, then the town or city and the province (known as counly
in British English = occasionally omitled if it's a big city). If the apartment or house has a name, this
comes before the street number at the beginning.
