You can put together two words and make a contraction. An apostrophe
(') takes the place of any letter or letters that are left out. Many
contractions combine a verb with not. The contraction won't is special.
You form it from the words will not and change the spelling.

You can put a pronoun and a verb together to make a contraction. An
apostrophe replaces the letter or letters that are left out.

We are spending the day at the water park.
We're spending the day at the water park. (combine we and are)

She will get a sunburn without sunscreen.
She'll get a sunburn without sunscreen. (combine she and will)
