Manage your time

When you run a business and go to school at the same time, it can be very difficult and
stressful, but don’t give up. You'll need to have a diary for all your appointments and
organize your time wisely.

Use school resources

It can be an advantage being a student in business, because you’'ll have free computers
and the internet, and there’ll be people who might help you, too. Make the most out of
what is on offer while you are at school.

Find a mentor

A mentor is someone who is experienced and can help you with your business ideas.
It will probably be a local business person who will help you understand the risks and
challenges of business and discuss your business ideas with you.
