Comparative Adjectives

Superlative Adjectives

Add -er for the comparative. If the
adjective has a consonant + single
vowel + consonant spelling, the final
consonant must be doubled before
adding the ending.

Tall- taller big - bigger
Small — smaller thin - thinner
Short — shorter fat — fatter

* Use “than” with comparative
adjectives

We use a comparative adjective to
express how two people or things
are different.

Examples:

Manta is hotter than Salinas

Add -er for the comparative and -est for
the superlative. If the adjective has a
consonant + single vowel + consonant
spelling, the final consonant must be
doubled before adding the ending

Tall- tallest
Small — smallest
Short — shortest

big — biggest
thin — thinnest
fat — fattest

* Use “The” with superlative adjectives

we use a superlative adjective to show
how one person or thing is different to all
the others of its kind.

Examples:

Guayaquil is the hottest city in Ecuador.
Luisa is the most beautiful girl in my
