WAS / WERE ABLE TO vs. COULD

WAS / WERE ABLE TO - to manage 1o do something in one particular situation
COULD - had the general ability to do something (state)

The negative COULDN'T is possible in both situations

Verbs : SEE, HEAR, FEEL, UNDERSTAND, REMEMBER, TASTE - always with COULD
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
