Senses of Birds

Birds have a good sense of sight. In proportion to
other animals, they have the biggest eyes. Some birds
have the eyes on the sides of their heads , so each
eye can see in a different direction. This is called
monocular vision.

Birds have ears, but they are not visible. In most cases,
they are covered with feathers. They hear as well as we
do, some of them even better. Some birds use their

sense of hearing to navigate in dark caves where they
can't see anything.

Birds' sense of smell is not very well developed, but there are some birds
that are almost blind and rely on their smell to get food.
