Edward Murphy, an American
aerospace engineer from the 1940s.
He was trying to improve safety for
pilots flying military planes. Not
surprisingly, he got a reputation for
always thinking of the worst thing that could happen in every situation. Here
are some more examples of Murphy’s Law.
