a Mia’s black cat (climb) to

the top of a telephone pole and couldn’t

get down.

(jump) to a nearby tree limb, (climb) down the tree, and

(run) into the backyard. Mia (say), “Spooky!

You naughty cat!” Mr. Carson and the firefighters (laugh)

and (laugh).
