According to the Guinness Book of World Records, Prague Castle is the largest coherent castle complex
in the world, with an area of almost 70,000 m2. Another famous site is the St. Vitus Cathedral. Visitors
enter it through the portal in the western facade, opposite the passage-way between the Second and
Third Courtyard of Prague Castle. Prague Castle is home to the president of Czechia but it isn't the only
place where they can spend their time. The Lany Chateau situated in the midst of the Kfivoklat forests
is the official summer residence of the presidents of the Czech Republic. Unlike the surrounding park,

the chateau is not open to the public.
