EXCEPTIONS

1) When the verb finishes in ‘=¢', we add only '-d’.

Examples:

Change-> changed ﬁ“ PEﬁTM‘U

Believe=> believed S

2) When the verb finishes in vowel+ consonant (except v’ or ‘'w") we double the
final consonant.

Examples:
Stop—> stopped

Commit—> committed

3) When the verb finishes in consonant+ y, we change the 'y’ and write i'.

Examples:
Study—> studied

Try—> tried
