As we learned, the Enlightenment emphasized the importance of reason as a substitute for
faith and religion, and in their opinion the government should receive its authority from the
people and not from God as the king claimed. These ideas undermined the old order (kings,
aristocracy, church), strengthened the forces of change and prepared the ground for the
growth of a new leadership that led the nationalism movement. Nationalism grew out of
these ideas on the grounds that only within the framework of the nation state can a person
exercise his rights. They began to talk about the values of freedom, equality, individualism
and democracy to which every person is entitled. The residents of Europe come to
understand that the existing situation cannot continue and that if they are interested in a

state - they must establish a national movement.
