The Olive Tree is an Italian restaurant with a beautiful view across the valley but
its fairfy expensive. It has a car park and a large room for groups but no garden. Open
lunchtimes Thursday — Sunday and every evening except Mondays and Tuesdays.

Peppers is in a country park just two kilometres from the city centre and looks over
a lovely lake.
