Saigon Children’s Charity CIO (saigonchildren) is a non-profit organization which works to bring a brighter future to
disadvantaged and vulnerable children in Vietnam. It was set up in 1992, and its aim is to help disadvantaged children get a
quality education and a fairer start in life. The organization works across Vietnam to overcome barriers to education for
