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Writing a biography- use of tenses
If you write a biography of a person who is dead, the verbs will all be in the past

simple.

If the person is alive, all finished actions will be in the past simple (such as the
person'’s early life, e.g. was born, went to university, etc. or specific actions in their
life, e.g. got married, moved to another town, etc.).

However, you must use the present perfect for unfinished actions which started in
the past and are still true now (and which might change), e.g. She has won nine
Grammy awards. She has appeared in several films.

Use the present simple (or present continuous) to talk about the present day,
e.g. She lives in New York. She's working on a new album.
