Many Italians say that the Campo De’Fiori, in the oldest part of Rome, is the most
beautiful square (or ‘piazza’) in the world. It’s a home of a colourful flower, fruit and
vegetable market, open from seven o’clock in the morning to midday every day except
Sunday. In the evening the piazza becomes a lively place to meet friends and to have a
meal.

Every year, thousands of people from all over the world travel to Germany to visit the
famous Christmas markets. The old town of Nurnberg has the biggest market, open from
the end of November until Christmas. Here people can buy toys, hand-made gifts,
Christmas decorations, and food and drink, or they can just enjoy the wonderful
atmosphere!

One of the world’s most unusual markets is in Mexico City: at the Sonora Market. As well
as toys and birds, you can buy herbs and natural medicines which (they say) can help with
anything — from problems at work to problems with your marriage! It’s open every day
from early in the morning to late at night.
