* When we don't report what someone
says immediately, or when what they said
is not true now, we use a past tense
reporting verb like said.

I'm tired.” =% Andy said he was tired.

* When the reporting verb is in the past, we
also change the tense of the verb. Present
simple becomes past simple in reported
speech.
