IN LONDON
The fastest way to travel in
London is on the Underground (or
the Tube, as it’s also called). But
you can't see any of the famous
places down there, so if you want
to see London’s sights, it's better to
take one of the famous red double-
decker buses, You'll get a good view if you sit upstairs.
However, like a lot of big cities, the traffic in London can be
very bad, so the bus often takes a long time.

You can also take one of London’s black taxis, or even
a cycle rickshaw. They can be quicker, but they're both
expensive. Often the best thing to dd in London is to walk.

AIRPORTS
There are several big airports in Britain. London has got

Vehicles in Britain and Ireland travel on the left, so the
steering wheel is on the right.
