The Earth is not perfectly round. The planet bulges a little
bit at the equator. Mt Chimborazo, in Ecuador, is 6,268 m
(20,565 ft) high and very near the equator. That means its
peak is closer to the Moon and farther from the centre of
the Earth than anywhere else on Earth.

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Supreme forces at work
Mountains form when the Earth’s
surface pushes, pulls, spews, and folds.
Mountains are everywhere, even under
the water! The biggest mountains form
when huge pieces of the Earth, called
tectonic plates, push against each
other and then fold upwards.
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
