He is the tallest man in the world. He is the shortest man in the world.
(El es el hombre mas alto del mundo) (El es el hombre mas bajo del mundo.)

Las palabras en rojo se llaman "superlatives”. Se usan para comparar una persona, cosa
o animal con un grupo. En los e jemplos, comparamos un hombre con el resto del mundo.

More examples:

My dog is the fattest.
(Mi perro es el mas gordo.)

My mom is the most beautiful.
(Mi mama es la mas linda.)

Con los adjetivos cortos (2 o menos silabas), agregamos “the” antes del adjetivo y -est
al final del adjetivo:

Short = the shortest
Thin = the thinnest
Happy = the happiest

Con los adjetivos largos (mds de 2 silabas), agregamos "the most" antes del adjetivo:

Intelligent <& the most intelligent
Beautiful & the most beautiful
