How to ask wh-questions in the present & past continuous:

1. Begin your question with a wh-word or phrase that refers to
the unknown information .

2. Putthe auxiliary verb in front of the [SUBJECE.
Present continuous: Thisship's “-I[1i7] to Greece.
Where's [ERiS Ship' to?
Past continuous: The€ook was 514005 a turkey.
what was [Ehecook! "= 12

3. If the unknown information is the subject, use the same word
order as in the affirmative structure (S + V):

B My neighbours! are a garden party.
Bwholl is BENEE! a garden party?

Pay attention to the subject: “who"” is usually singular, so if the
original subject is plural, you have to use “is” instead of “are”.
