Thinking means you hotice how you are feeling
about what you see and hear and ask yourself questions about how this
content relates to you and others.

2) If you don’t uhderstand what you are seeing, hearing, or reading, use
the intérhet— or your friends!- tO answer your questions. If you don’t khow an
English word, for example, translate it into your native lahguase.

3) Be STRONG. If an idea you have is difficult to express, don’t give up!
Take your time. You may need more thah one Or two sentences to explain a
truly Creative thought.

4) Look DEEP. Don’t take the easy way out! Probably everyone who
Vviews a piCture or text sees the obvious things, ex. it’s about a man, he’s tall,
he’s wearing old clothes. [Look for MORE: What is special here? What is the
context (place, everything around the subject)? What emotions are being
expressed? How does this make you feel?
