Tommie Smith and John Carlos - took to thel i (pdmoui) with their heads
bowed and eyes closed, their hands raised with black gloves, and fists clenched.

Their 'black power salute’ during the playing

of the American national [EIHAEH) f;
was a silent (PROTESTING) by the athletes &
against racial (JUSTICE) in America. i

At the time black people in the US were treated unfairly and weren't allowed to do
the same things as white people. Many people in 1960s America had been
campaigning for civil [ (fgSith) and the Olympic games in Mexico had come
just six months after famous (ACTIVISM) Martin Luther King, Jr had
been killed.

After learning of Carlos and Smith's plans, white Australian

(ATHLETICS) Peter Norman, who won silver, said: "l will stand with
you." You can see a human-rights badge on his jacket, as well as on the two US
athletes' tops.
