An unidentified American soldier was buried in Arlington
National Cemetery on a hillside overlooking the Potomac River at
11:00 a.m. on November 11, 1921. His grave is called the “Tomb of
the Unknown Soldier”. In 1954, the U.S. Congress changed the
name of the day from Armistice Day to Veterans Day.

The site of the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier is where the
U.S. government holds its annual Veterans Day ceremonies.
Ceremonies are also held in many schools and churches on
Veterans Day. If we see a man or woman in the military, we
should tell them, “thank you for serving our country”.
