POSITION IN A SENTENCE

1) WITH A MAIN VERB (play, wash, cook, go, clean atd.)

The adverb goes between the subject and the verb:
| never wash the car.

Peter sometimes sets the table.

My mum usually cooks the dinner.

2) WITH AUXILIARIES AND MODALS (don’t, doesn‘t, can, can’t etc.)

The adverb goes between the auxiliary/modal and the main verb:

My dad doesn’t normally do the shopping.

You can’t always win.

We don’t often watch films at school.

3) WITH BE (am, is, are)

The adverb goes after the verb:

Our teacher is never late. My homework is sometimes hard.
We are never ill. | am usually happy.

They are often wrong. She is always good fun.
