Qualifiers [ intensifiers are words |ike Very, roo, so, guite, rather. Qualifiers are funCtion parts of speeCh. They do not
have synonyms. Their §ole purpose is to “Gualify” or “intensify” ab adjeCtive or ah adVerb. Qualifiers / intensifiers modify
adjectives or adverbs, telling to what degree.

EX: I rah down the old(adjecCtive) stairs GuiCkly(adverb)
I rah down the old stairs rather(Gualifier) GuiCKly(adverb)
1 ran down the rather(Gualifier) old(adjeCtive) stair GuUiCKly
